PARENT-TEACHER ASSOCIATIONS

Parent-teacher associations may be established for each school building in the District. The building
principal of each school shall serve as the liaison officer representing the school system.

Each school shall determine membership and rules governing school building organizations. The
principal of the particular school, insofar as they are related to school purposes, shall evaluate activities of
school organizations.

School building organizations may be members of a system-wide Parent-Teacher Council, whose purpose
shall be to coordinate the efforts of the individual school organizations toward common goals.
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
